From the Director

The year 2005-06 will go in the history of 1IM Indore as a year of
unprecedented expansions and new additions. Itis my pleasure to present a
brief report on the activities and achievements of 1IM Indore during 2005-06,
as follows:

Completion of 1" Phase and Formal Inauguration

While we had moved to our sprawling, 193-acre, state of the art campus in
2004-05, when the first phase of construction was nearing completion, the
furnishing of the 308-seat auditorium and the library was completed this
year. We have installed in our library, a sort of first, the Electronic
Surveillance System using RFID tags to automate our library services. Cricket
and football grounds have been developed. A gymnasium is added in the
Management Development Center. A children's park has been developed
for children of campus residents. A skywalk, as we call it, has been
constructed connecting academic buildings and faculty & staff residences.
Greening of the campus was another major activity undertaken this year.
20,000 sq.m. area has been greened and 2,000 trees planted. Water has been
amajor constraint in the way of more greening. We have now in place a plan
to implement STP and water harvesting from the forthcoming rainy season to
overcome water problem and undertake more greening of the campus.

The campus was formally inaugurated by Mr. Mukesh Ambani, Chairman and Managing Director, Reliance
Industries Ltd. onJanuary 17, 2006.

On this campus, as of now, we have 12 class rooms, 12 syndicate rooms, 240-room hostel including 60-room hostel
for girl students, Management Development Center with 24 double-bed, 12 single-bed and 6 suites, 16 faculty
houses and 6 staff houses, networked computer labs, high speed internet connectivity, Library with 17,235 books,
40,000 e-books, 1500 Journals (Print & Online), 146 Management Videos, 190 CD-ROMs, 33 databases, 543
working papers and 1068 case studies.

Let me add that the second phase of campus development is underway. This year we have started construction of
120 additional hostel rooms, out of which 60 will be completed by May 2006 and the other 60 by December 2006.
This will enable us to increase our PGP batch size from 120 to 180. In the coming year, we also plan to add 16 faculty
houses, 16 faculty offices, 34 administrative staff houses and 18-room hostel for FPM students.

Academic Activities- Unprecedented Expansion

The year 2005-06 has seen unprecedented expansion in academic activities at the institute. Our EPGP intake
increased from 19 to 36, and intake is further planned to increase to 40 in 2006-07. The PGP intake in 2006-07 will
increase from the current 120to 180.

The short term management development Programs conducted during 2005-06 increased from 6 to 16, while the
number of executives participating in these programs increased from 96 to 181. The fee collected from MDPs
increased from Rs. 13 lakh to Rs. 22 lakh, and the target for 2006-07 is to double the numbers.

The number of in-company programs and consultancies provided increased from 8 to 13 in 2005-06 and the fee
collected from in-company programs and consultancies increased from Rs.7.80 lakh to Rs.56 lakh.,

On the research and publications front, our faculty published 4 books, 31 research papers, 7 case studies. They
presented 40 papers at national and international conferences while 16 papers by them have already been accepted
for various conferences. Five major research projects are currently underway and 5 books are in the advanced stages
for release. The Institute started issuing a quarterly research newsletter this year and from 2006-07, we will be
publishing our Research Journal.

IIM Indore had hosted in August 2005 the 6" International conference on Operations Management and Quantitative
Techniques. itattracted large participation from foreign schools and delegates. The satisfaction level of the delegates

had been so high that many described in their feedback IM Indore 'same as Plato's Academy at Athens’, and have
requested us to host the 8" International Conference in 2006-07 at lIM Indore, which we have happily accepted. We .

have also lined up another International Conference on 'Marketing in the New Global Order' in 2006-07 at IM /e

Indore. This conference will be held jointly with North American Society of Marketing Educators, Jagdish Seth
Foundation and Emory Brand Science Institute, USA.
New Programs
In addition to achieving unprecedented expansion in existing lines of academic activities, the institute also launched
two new programs of study, namely, Fellow Program in Management (i.e. Ph D equivalent), and 6-month Certificate
Program in Management for Defence Officers. Under Fellow Program in Management, we have recruited 1 student
this year. The 6-month Certificate Program in Management for Defence Officers will begin from April 3, 2006, and
already 41 officers have registered for the program.
New Niche
During the year, we have added two more niches to the one created in 2004-05. In 2004-05, we had created banking
and financial services as one of our niche. This year we have added Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) and Indian
Multinationals as new niches.
As part of our SME initiative, we have signed MoU with Pithampur Auto Cluster (PACL) as Knowledge Partner and for
setting up Center for Innovation and Entrepreneurship that will be providing training, research and consultancy
services to the auto and other SMEs of Pithampur and nearby areas; (this is our way of saying, think globally, act
locally). As part of Indian Multinationals niche, we have launched 7 case studies of Indian companies, including,
Aditya Birla Group, Crompton Greaves, Infosys, Videocon, ONGC, Essel Propack and Bharat Forge, to understand
their modes and model of going multinational.
New International Linkages
in order to be fully networked and in sync with the international management education community and developing
business leaders and managers with global perspective, IM Indore, in addition to its existing MoU for student
exchange with Em Lyon, a leading business school of France, have this year signed MoUs for faculty and student
exchange with three institutions as follows:
1. Faculty of Business, Auckland University of Technology, New Zealand
2. School of Management, University of Science and Technology of China, China

Institute D' Administration Des Enterprise (IAE), Paul Cizanne University, Aix-Marseille I1l, France.
We have also plans to set up similar exchange programs with US Business Schools in the coming year. These
exchange programs will serve as good foundation for building international dual-degree and consortium Post-
Graduate Program in Management of lIM Indore in future.
We have also signed aMoU with the Case Research Center of the Hong Kong University, Hong Kong to develop and
publish Indian cases for international audience.
New Scholarships:
lIM Indore has been getting full and continuing support from Indian Industry. In order to encourage merit among
students, industry had instituted following scholarships:

Special Focus on Public and Social Sectors & Economically Weaker Sections of Society
In addition to our services to corporate sector, M Indore puts special focus on public and social sectors. Many
faculty members serve on government and public sector advisory and consultative committees. The institute had
organized, in collaboration with the Department of Company Affairs, Gol, this year an investor education program

required to study in depth and offer comprehensive solutions for local social issues.

This
year we activated 1IM Indore Alumni Mumbai Chapter, and organized Alumni Meet at lIM Indore. Every member of
the Alumni present desired to have such meets annually. We are planning to have next Alumni meet at [IM Indore
and activate Delhi and Bangalore Chapters in 2006-07.

Faculty & Staff

While the brick and mortar or click and mortar are readily visible, the true strength of an academic institution lies in
the quality and dedication of its faculty and staff. | am glad to say that [IM Indore faculty, total full time 21, and staff,
total regular 33, have indeed created a record of sorts by accepting to offer four educational programs, namely, PGP,
EPGP, FPM, CertPM; 32 MDPs, 15 consulting and in-company programs, regularly researching and publishing, and
organizing outreach Programs for general public.

I'am glad to further say that IIM Indore has been able to attract 11 new highly qualified and experienced full time
faculty this year, who will be joining any time before June-end 2006. Our full time faculty strength is thus expected to
cross 30 before beginning of the next academic year from July 2006.

In addition to the full time faculty, our students also benefit from the inputs and experiences of visiting faculty and
guest faculty from Industry and Government.

Self-renewal and Development
The institute provides ample opportunities for self- renewal and development to all its faculty and staff. A large

number of our faculty members participated in national or international conferences, seminars and workshops, |

faculty development programs, and most of our administrative heads were sent for training in their areas of functional
interest.

Student Activities

Let me now present a glimpse of activities of our students that they undertook, in addition to their regular courses of
study, during the year.

'Learning by doing' has been an important component of our course curriculum. Our students run various interest
clubs viz SWAC, Equiti-the Finance Club, Mercuri-the Marketing Club, Entrepreneurship and Consultancy Club, I-
Mag-a quarterly student magazine, and undertake learning by doing.

The annual management festival of IIM Indore, IRIS, was held from November 10 to 13, 2005. The event was the
coming together of students from top 30 management schools of India. The four-day event is rated the finest among B-
school annual management festivals and eagerly awaited each year by management students from around the
country.

The students also organized the marketing festival, UtsAha, on January 7 and 8, 2006. During these two fun filled
days, consumer research projects were carried out for leading corporate brands. The learning that came out of this
exercise certainly complemented what they learnt in their classrooms. In the words of the organisers, 'this is the
ultimate crash course in handling people (1,50,000 visitors), size and operations, money and pressure. Management
atits toughest, and its best!'

Winning seems to have become a habit among our students. Our students participated and continued to excel in
various competitions and won rank positions in 23 national events hosted by leading business schools like [IMA,
[IMB, MDI, NITIE, IIFT, FMS, and ISB, and 6 international events hosted by organizations like, Harvard Business
School, National University of Singapore, and L O'real.

Placement

As in the past, the entire graduating batch of 113 got well placed. The placement activity however registered a few
new records, viz.,

Placement lasted barely 24 hours

Although 80 companies registered for the placement process, only 55 companies could be accommodated.
Job offers per student increased from 1.8 of last yearto 2.61.

Job offers per company increased from 4.1 of last year to 5.5

Average salary increased from Rs. 8.16 lakh of last year to Rs. 8.5 lakh

Firsttime 12 international offers received

Highest international salary offered Rs. 32 lakh

165 offers. The highest stipend offered has been Rs.30,000 pm and the average stipend, Rs.14,000 pm. First time,
two of our students have been offered overseas summer internship.

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Post Graduate Programme (PGP)

The eighth batch of PGP (2005-2007) comprising 116 participants was admitted to the Institute in July 2005. One
participant left the programme, which takes the final strength of the batch to 115. All the 113 participants (2004-06),
who were promoted to second year during this session, have satisfactorily completed the academic requirements
and graduated from the Institute.

Registration and Orientation Program

The registration and orientation programme for the eighth batch of PGP (2005-2007) of students was held between
June 28" to 30" 2005. Mr. Arun K Maheshwari, President MD & CEQ, CSC India Pvt. Ltd., addressed the inaugural
function.

The registration and re-orientation programme for seventh batch of PGP (2004-2006) of student was held on June
14, 2005. Mr. R. R. Rao, Joint Managing Director, ICRA Management Consulting Services addressed this
programme.

Highlights of Additional Activities

The course Society, Business and Management (SBM), makes 1IM]'s academic program unique. A brief introduction
of this one is as follows:

Society, Business and Management(SBM)

SBM intends to develop a social perspective and foster social ethics in the minds of future leaders of the Industry. It
gives students an idea of the Indian social reality and helps to initiate a desire to do something *meaningful'. It
enables them to realize the realities of field-based projects and finally implement the plans to improve the
conditions of stakeholders in society.

For the academic session 2005-2006, 17 projects were offered to as many groups (115 students in all). All projects
were selected in and around Indore and nearby areas. Some of the projects were: “An Investigation into Reasons for
High Neo-natal Mortality (CNC Hospital) - Rangwasa”, “Yeshwant Sagar : Flustered Feathers”, “Eco-friendly
Employment Generation and Business Plan at Maheshwar”, “Effect of Media Interventions on Child Feeding
Practices (NIPCCD)”, “Drawing up a Web Enabled FAQ page on Right to Information Bill”, “Sexual Harassment
Policy Guidelines” etc,

Curriculum

The first year package consists of twenty-seven courses, spread over three terms, having ninety-two credits. All
courses are compulsory. For every six sessions, one credit is assigned to a course. A four-credit course consists of
twenty-foursessions. In the second year, participants are allowed to take a minimum of fifty credits and maximum of
fifty-four credits, with respect to elective course. In second year compulsory course have ten credits load.

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PGP Admissions and Financial Aid

Admissions for PGP

The Eighth batch (2005-2007) of the two-year, residential Post-Graduate Programme in Management (PGP)-the

flagship programme of IIM Indore attracted 1,32,628 applicants (which include 132621 CAT & 7 GMAT applicants),
compared to previous year's 1,04,053 registering an increase of 27%.
While the attendance ratio of the shortlisted candidates appearing for Group Discussion and Personal Interview
during the first three years 1998, 1999 and 2000 was low, it improved considerably during the subsequent five years
- 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004 and 2005.
During the year under review, the Institute received applications from seven candidates living abroad. (Their GMAT
scores are considered in lieu of the CAT scores, as is done by other [IMs).
Out of the total One Thousand Fifty Eight short listed, One Thousand Fifty Five of 1,32,621 CAT-taker applicants and
three of the 7 GMAT applicants were short listed and called for GD and interview. Ofthese, 889 CAT applicants and
one GMAT applicant attended the GD and interview.
Inall 600 successful candidates, which include 519 General, one GMAT, 53 scheduled caste, 17 scheduled tribe and
10 physically challenged applicants were offered admission to the PGP 2005-2007 batch. Out of these, 142
including 128 General, 9 Schedule Caste, 2 Scheduled Tribe and 3 Physically Challenged applicants accepted our
offer of admission. Of these 142, only 116, which include 106 General, 6 Scheduled Caste, 1 Scheduled Tribe and 3
Physically Challenged applicants registered for our PGP 2005-2007 batch.

Besides above, during 1st April 2005 to 31st March 2006, the admission process for Ninth batch (2006-08) was
undertaken. The details are appended as Annexe .
Admissions for Executive PGP
Candidates to the third batch of the 18-month Executive Post-Graduate Programme in Management (Exec-PGP),
meant for working Executives / Entrepreneurs / Professionals, commencing 2005, were selected through common
entrance test (CAT) held on January 16, 2005.
The CAT was followed by personal interview of short listed candidates. Final selection was made on the basis of
performance inthe CAT, interview, past academic record and work experience.
Asummary table of selection process of Exec-PGP is appended as Annexe lIl.
Scholarship Schemes
(i)  Merit-based Scholarships
During the academic year 2005-06, the institute had three merit-based scholarships for its PGP participants.
These scholarships are instituted by industry, banks and other entities, either through endowment or on annual
renewal basis. ‘
The table given in Annexure IV lists various scholarships, donor organizations, amount of the scholarships,
funding particulars and the name of recipients of the scholarships during the academic year 2005-2006 for their
excellentacademic performance in the first year (2004-2005) of the two-year post-graduate programme.
(i) Need-based Financial Assistance Scheme
The institute has evolved a “Need-based Financial Assistance” scheme from the academic year 2004-2005 to
provide financial support to needy PGP participants. These scholarships are awarded annually to needy
students from economically disadvantaged families.
Inthe year 2005-06, 25 PGP participants were benefited under this scheme.
Education Loan from Banks
On our part, we facilitate the banks to directly interact with our students before the registration by providing them the
contact details of the candidates who have accepted our admissions offer. We continue to help the participants, if
required, even after the registration for participants in getting education loan from banks. A very large number of the
PGP participants availed of educational loan facility from various banks during the year under reference.

Executive Post-Graduate Programme in Management

Executive Post-Graduate Programme is uniquely designed programme for the working Executives and i
Entrepreneurs. The objective of the programme is to provide an opportunity to enhance their knowledge and skills *
continually.

The Programme is designed for Graduates in any discipline with minimum 5 years of managerial/ entrepreneurial/
professional experience. Organizational sponsorship is desirable.

The 18 months programme consist of 6 terms, each term of three months duration. Each term has five modules Pre
Campus, First Campus Visit, Interim Period, Second Campus Visit and Post Campus.

The first four terms have compulsory courses. During these four terms, the participants are offered the foundational
courses such as behavioral sciences, economics, information technology, and quantitative techniques in the context
of their relevance to the study of management subjects. Courses are also offered in the basic functional areas such as
finance and accounting, marketing, human resource management, operations management and information
systems. The fifth term has both compulsory and elective courses and sixth term has only electives. In fifth and the
sixth terms, the participants can choose the electives from a wide range of electives offered by the Institute, which will
enable them to gain a deeper knowledge in their areas of special interest.

The pedagogy is a judicious mix of lectures, case discussions, project work, term papers, role-play, seminar
presentations, assignments, films, management games, and topics for independent study.

The second batch of eighteen participants completed the Executive Post Graduate Programme. Thirty-Fight
participants registered for Executive Post Graduate Programme batch of 2005-07. Admission process started for
Executive Post Graduate Programme batch of 2006-08. The participants in the current batch are from different

The final placements 2006 was just another milestone for IIM Indore in the journey to be a globally competent
institute. A milestone which is made possible only with the continued relationships with and the faith shown in [IMI
by the industry; with the excellence in pedagogy and administration taking lIMI to new heights and with the sheer
brilliance in overall management acumen of the participants.

Summer Internship Placements 2006 At IIM Indore

Summers 2006 at IIM Indore was path-breaking in numerous respects. A quantum growth in the number of new
companies, a reaffirmation of faith from our regular recruiters and a diverse energetic talent pool culminated in
165 offers to the 116 participants. Almost all the big names of India Inc. turning up to recruit the bright talents for
their summers' internship projects.

The summer recruiter's list at M Indore covers the entire spectrum of corporate India with representation from
almost every sector. This year saw valuable additions to our list of corporate partners. HSBC and Coke returned to lIM
Indore after a short interlude. New recruiters spanned all sectors and included American Express, AlG, Cognizant
Technologies, Edelweiss Capital, L'Oreal, Reliance Industries Ltd, Dr Reddy's Labs, GE Money. The list of
established partners included marketing majors: HLL, ITC, Cadbury's, Johnson and Johnson, Pepsi, Asian Paints,
GSK and Sony Entertainment Television, financial institutions such as Citibank, Standard Chartered, ICICI Bank and
UTI Bank and representations from other sectors like Godrej, Glenmark, BPCL, Maruti Udyog, Tata Motors, Wipro,
and Wockhardt. Two students of the institute have been offered overseas summer internship projects at Saudi
Arabia and South Korea.

A total of 47 companies visited 1IM Indore for summer internship selection. All the 116 first year students have been
selected for summer internship. The stipends were hefty having an average of Rs.14,000/- per month and reaching up
to a highest of Rs.30,000 per month. The figures for summer placement 2005 were Rs. 13,500/ and Rs. 26,000/~ per
month respectively.

computing and communication needs of the Institute. It has fast, reliable and rugged computer network of more than ©

950 nodes. This Network has Gigabit fiber backbone connectivity to all the blocks and departments. Network has
redundant network design, which includes two core switches to cater network connectivity to entire campus. All the
hostels, faculty blocks, administrative block, classroom blocks, MDC block, library and seminar blocks are
connected through redundant gigabit fiber backbone and apart from the above, all the blocks are connected through
tayer 2/ 3 switches to provide 100 mbps connectivity at the user end. Every room of the hostel has a dedicated
desktop PC connection on the Institute's network to provide round the clock access to resources on the net. HIMI
Network is protected through Cisco PIX 5 15E Firewall. The institute has a well-equipped Incubation Centre, E-
Commerce Lab, and Computer Lab. Wireless Network is also enabled in the Director's office, MDP Block, and all
faculty, hostel and Class room blocks.

Faculty, Participants, Administration, and Library Servers run on Windows Server operating system while the EMail,
Proxy and Web Server runs on Linux. All the nodes are running on Windows NT/2000/XP Professional and Linux.

Audit Report on the accounts of the
Indian Institute of Management, Indore for the year 2005-06

1. Introduction

1.1 Indian Institute of Management, Indore was established in the year 1996 as a Centrally funded
autonomous institution and registered under the Madhya Pradesh Societies Registration Act, 1973 in
October 1996.
The audit of the accounts of the Institute was entrusted to the Comptroller and Auditor General of India
under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller and Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions of
Service) Act, 1971 for the period upto 2005-06.

1.2 Finance
The Institute received grant-in-aid of Rs. 18.08 crore (Plan Rs. 13.26 crore and Non-plan Rs. 4.82 crore)
during the year 2005-06. Out of the grant received during the year, the organisation could utilise a sum
of Rs. 14.42 crore (Plan Rs. 9.60 crore and Non-plan Rs. 4.82 crore) leaving a balance of Rs. 3.66 crore
(Plan) as unutilised grant as on 31st March 2006.

2. Comments on accounts

2.1 Balance Sheet

2.1.1 Fixed Assets Rs. 43.90 crore

(i) Depreciation on Library Books, Journals, Periodical etc. acquired after 30.9.2005 was charged hundred
percent instead of fifty percent of rates applicable to such assets, resultantly assets were understated by
Rs. 23.38 lakh.

(i) This was overstated by Rs. 3.21 lakh due to capitalization of value of journals, which were not actually
received.

Other irregularities

3.1 Internal Control System
As per Memorandum of Association of the Indian Institute of Management, Indore, the Institute was
required to make rules, bye-laws to conduct the affairs of the Institute with the approval of Central
Government. However, these rules, bye-laws were prepared not got approved so far.

(i) The institute does not have its own accounting manual/audit manual. There was no internal audit wing
in the Institute.

4, Effect of audit comments on accounts

The net impact of the comments given in the preceding paragraphs is that the assets as on 31-03-2006
were understated by Rs. 20.17 lakh and Income over Expenditure was understated by Rs. 26.59 lakh.

A. Accounting Convention '

The financial statement is prepared on the basis of historical cost convention, unless otherwise stated and on the
accrual method of accounting.

B. Inventory valuation
The inventories of Stationery, Stores, etc., are valued at cost following the FIFO method.
C. Fixed Assets

Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties and taxes and incidental and direct
and indirect expenses related to acquisition less accumulated depreciation.

D. Depreciation
Depreciation on all fixed assets is provided on WDV method at the rates specified in Income Tax Act, 1961
relevant to the year. Depreciation on additions after 30th September is charged at half of the actual rate.

' E. CapitaiWork in Progress

This represents expenditure incurred on incomplete construction projects. On completion of the projects, the
expenditure is transferred to relevant heads of fixed assets and depreciation is provided on the same from the
datethe asset s putto use.

F. Government Grant

Government grants for plan and Non-Plan expenditures are accounted on the basis of sanctions received for
capital and revenue expenditure respectively. The Plan grants utilized towards the capital cost of setting up the
Institute is treated as Capital Fund.

G. Lease
| Lease rentals are expensed with reference to lease terms.
H. Foreign Exchange Transactions .

Transactions denominated in foreign currency are accounted at the exchange rate prevailing at the date of
